The Kazakh people has a long history, is the owner of cultural values included in the treasury
of world civilization. By the number and variety of monuments, Kazakhstan is not inferior to
countries such as India, China, the Mediterranean and the Middle East and is a kind of open-air
museum. The cultural heritage of Kazakhstan has incorporated the whole diversity of cultural
values of the peoples living on its territory. These are over 25 thousand immovable monuments
of history, archeology, architecture and monumental art.

In ancient times, the Great Silk Road passed through the territory of Kazakhstan, linking
East and West. On the routes of the caravan routes many cultures, customs and traditions,
religions - Islam, Christianity, Buddhism, Zoroastrianism and Confucianism were represented.
The legacy of that era are numerous historical and cultural monuments. These are real pearls
of ancient and medieval eastern architectural art and culture. The list of World Cultural Heritage
includes five large medieval cities of Zhambyl Oblast lying along the Silk Road: Network of
Routes of the Tien Shan Corridor, these are ancient settlements - Kostobe, Ornek, Kulan,
Aktobe (Balasagun), Akyrtas fortress.

The State Reserve-Museum “Monuments of Ancient Taraz” of the Ministry of Culture and
Sports of the Republic of Kazakhstan, organized by Government Decree No. 256 of March
24, 1998, is engaged in the study, popularization and protection of objects of historical and
cultural significance. The reserve-museum «Monuments of Ancient Taraz» is responsible for
30 monuments of republican significance, erected in different historical periods, from the Stone
Age to the present day, located both within the city and in the region. Within the framework of
the State Program «Cultural Heritage», historical and architectural objects were restored. The
renewed appearance of such outstanding monuments as the mausoleums of Aisha Bibi, Babaji
Khatun, Karakhan, Dautbek, Shokai Datki, mosques Usharalskaya, Karakhoja, Nametbay
and Abdykadyr, the palace complex of Akyrtas, the medieval outpost “Ak Kesene” and other
objects, is the pride of the sacred and the sacred A place of visiting numerous tourists from all
over the world.

One of the highest priorities is the implementation of tasks for the development of internal
and external tourism. Zhambyl region is no exception with its rich historical and cultural heritage.
The reserve museum was readily included in the implementation of the projects Tugan Jer,
Sacred Geography of Kazakhstan, 100 New Persons of Kazakhstan, and others under the
N.A. Nazarbayev program “Looking into the Future: Modernization of Public Consciousness”.

THE ANCIENT SETTLEMENT OF TARAZ
1st-18t centuries

Taraz is one of the brightest historical and
archaeological monuments of the Middle
Ages, which is the oldest city in Kazakhstan.
This city was sung by medieval poets in their
immortal creations - Khaviz, Omar Khayyam,
Rumi; medieval geographers, historians,
travelers, merchants who traveled along the
caravan roads of the Silk Road wrote about
him.

Researchers at the end of the 19th
century drew attention to a large ancient
settlement located in the center of Aulie-
Ata. The orientalist V.V. Bartold localized the
location of Taraz and many ancient cities of
the Talas and Chui valleys based on written
medieval sources. V.A. Kallaur and V.P. and
V.P. Lavrentiev made up the first map of the
hillocks of the city of Aulie-Ata, revealed the
location of many archaeological sites.

Archaeological site of 1920-1930 M.E.
Masson and A.N. Bernshtam confirmed the

indisputability of localization of medieval Taraz
on the site of the city of Aulie-Ata. Research
1950-1970’s gave extensive scientific material
on the formation of the city in the Middle
Ages. Outstanding archaeologists conducted
archaeological research at the Taraz site: E.I.
Ageeva, G.I. Patsevich, T.N. Senigova, K.M.
Baipakov, L. B. Erzakovich, L.I. Rempel, K.
Baibosynov, etc. .

Over the course of its two thousand-year
history, our city has repeatedly changed its
name: Talaso, Taraz, Yany-Taraz, Aulie-Ata,
Mirzoyan, Dzhambul, Taraz. Thrice was the
capital city of early medieval state formations,
he knew periods of prosperity and decline, the
joy of victories and the bitterness of defeat, he
saw the work of a simple artisan, merchant,
dekhkan.

The history of the founding of the city goes
back centuries, to the turn of our era, when
the valley of the river. Talas -was inhabited

by the Usun and Kangly tribes, and the river
was a borderline between them.Initially, an
un fortified settlement was formed, which
gradually develops into an early medieval city.
The emergence and growth of the city of Taraz
was facilitated by extremely favorable natural,
geographical and economic conditions - the
high agricultural culture of the Talas Valley,
the proximity of the mining region of Shelji (in
the upper Talas) for silver mining, the border
position with a nomadic steppe, the location
near a convenient ford across the river, trade
relations in the center of a densely populated
area on the historically established route of
caravan routes. Taraz was located on the
ancient Silk Road caravan route that crossed
the Talas Valley and went from Byzantium and
Iran to East Turkestan and China.

Taraz in the sec. floor. 6" century It was
the capital city of the Turkic Khaganate during
the reign of the Khagans Dizabul and Kara-
Churin-Date. So, in Taraz in 568, the Justinian
Embassy from Byzantium headed by Zemarch
of Cilicia arrived to Kagan Dizabul, at that time
Byzantium tried to conclude an agreement
with the Western Turks as opposed to Iran.

In the 6™-8"" centuries. Sogdians who moved
from Bukhara and Samarkand, who had
extensive experience in agriculture and urban
planning, had an impact on the development of
urban culture in South Kazakhstan and South-
West Zhetysu. As a result, a peculiar urban

culture has developed in the southern regions
of Kazakhstan, in which local distinctive and
imported cultures are traced.

In the 9"- 12" centuries the formation of
Taraz took place in the conditions of close
interaction of agricultural and nomadic
culture. Early medieval Taraz consisted of: a
citadel - a fortified part of the city where the
ruler’s residence was located. The only gate
of the citadel was in the south wall. The citadel
adjoined to Shakhristan - a walled inner part of
the city. It was home to the nobility, merchants,
artisans, there were also public institutions
and trading shops. The walls of Shahristan
were adjoined by trade and craft suburbs -
rabads - with workshops of artisans, houses
of citizens, retail space and mosques.

In the middle of the 10th century in the
territory, which included our city, the largest
state association was formed - the Karakhanid
empire. It existed until the end of the 12"
- beginning of the 13" century. This period
coincided with the heyday of Taraz. In the era
of the Karakhanids, the identity and significant
integration of urban culture from the Seven
Rivers and Southern Kazakhstan to Khorasan,
which has become one of the elements of
urban civilization of the East, can be traced.

In the 10"-12" centuries single types
of dwellings are developed, differing only
in the size and richness of the interior,
ceramics, decoration, and elements of urban

.

improvement. Watering utensils are spreading.
An unprecedented rise in urban amenities
typical of the metropolitan center is connected
with the Karakhanid period: streets paved
with stone, equipped with storm sewers with
drainpipes; developed water supply system,
ponds, wells, irrigation ditches; public facilities
- baths, mosques, market squares and
caravanserais. Thus, early medieval Taraz
becomes a large urban center of international
trade and craft production of various goods.
One of the main factors is the functioning of
the mintin Taraz. Thus, according to numerous
archaeological finds, it was determined that
the city was minting silver and copper coins on
behalf of the supreme rulers and appointees
in the period from 1002 to 1173.
Archaeological evidence suggests that
the territory of Taraz in the 10"-12™ centuries
intensively built up. The city developed in a
westerly direction. Water pipes from pottery
pipes function in the city, a stone bridge was
erected over the Talas River, baths and public
buildings are under construction. The Taraz
bath is one of the earliest and best preserved
medieval baths in Kazakhstan and is important
for characterizing medieval bath houses.
According to the materials of archaeological
research of 1938 by A.N. Bernshtam, the
bathhouse was built of burnt bricks, equipped
‘with an underfloor heating system, the rooms
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were maintained in clear geometric proportions
and were divided into two compartments. The
presence of departments made it possible to
simultaneously use the bathhouse for people
of different sexes, and when there was a lack
of fuel, close one of them.

Each section had a spacious cloakroom,
a bathing room with bathtubs and a steam
room located above the firebox. The interior
walls were decorated with fresco paintings
of repeating elements of geometric and floral
patterns. So, one of the walls of the room and
the tank of the bathtub were covered with
brown-red painting, and on it staggered yellow
six-pointed and eight-pointed stars, contoured
with a black border.

In the beginning 13" century the conquest of
Chinghis Khan by the territory of Kazakhstan
and Central Asia began. Kazakhstan was
incorporated into its powerful empire. After the
Mongol state was divided into portions, the
territory of Zhetysu and southern Kazakhstan
entered the Chagatai ulus.

The Mongol conquest of Kazakhstan and
Central Asia in 1219-1224 accompanied by
the destruction of many who resisted the
cities, robbing and devastating the villages
around them, the mass extermination of
people, the theft of artisans. Materials 13"-14"
centuries. and archaeological research in the

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Talas Valley showed that of the 200 cities and
settlements of the pre-Mongol time located
here, only about two dozen settlements were
left.

These are mainly the cities of the silver
ore region of Shelja in the upper Talas. After
the Mongol invasion, the cities of Nizhny
Barskhan, Atlakh, Hamuket, Doh Nujiket,
Tuimekent, Ohkhum and several others were
launched. Looted several times, the city of
Taraz in the Mongol period, the city was called
Yangi (New).

At the beginning of the 14" century the cities
and settlements of the Chuy and Talas valleys
were subjected to severe new shocks in
connection with the fierce internecine struggle
of the Chingizid princes over the lands of the
Chagatai state. The written sources of the
first half of the 14th century are also called
cities in the Talas and Chui valleys of Yangi
(Taraz), Yangi-Talas (Sadyr-Kurgan ancient
settlement), Yangi-Balyk, Kenjek, Asparu. But
in the second half of the fourteenth century
and they fell into decay. In the 16" - the first
half of the 15" century there is a gradual
desolation of Taraz.

In the second half of the 15" century
in the valleys of the Chu and Talas rivers,
the Kazakh Khanate was formed. In 1512,
Kasim Khan made a number of successful

campaigns against the Central Asian rulers
- the Sheibanids. Cities located along the
northern ridge of Karatau and in the valleys
of the middle reaches of the Chu and Talas
rivers came under his authority. In the
beginning. 16™ century the city of Taraz no
longer existed, and in its place at that time
there was probably a small settlement. The
16™-century chronicler Babur reports: “Taraz
is destroyed, as well as other cities of Zhetysu
and there is no settledness” ...

Mohammed Khaidar Dulati, author of
the book “Tarih-i-Rashidi” in the 1920s. 16"
century he no longer knew the exact location
of Taraz and could not explain to which cities
of medieval sources there corresponded the
numerous ruins that were in his time in the
valleys of the Talas and Chu rivers. He wrote:
“The Moguls call Taraz® Yangi ”. Yangi is a
famous area in Mogulistan. There are many
immigrants from this city - they are called
yangilyks - in Maverannahr. In the steppes
that they call Yangi, there are many ruins
of cities; the remains of domes, minarets,
a khanak and a madrasah were preserved
from them, but it is not known which of these
ruins were the Yangi and what other cities
were called. :

In the first quarter of the 17" century.

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Hamam bath No2, archaeological excavations of 2011-2013
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interfluve several times passed from the
Kazakh khans to the Bukhara ruler Imamkuli
from hand to hand, until in 1627 the domination
of the Syr Darya region and the lands of the
Chu-Talas interfluve finally passed into the
hands of the Kazakh khan Yessim. The Chu-
Talas interfluve became an integral part of
the Kazakh Khanate and for about a century
played an important role in its socio-economic
and political life.

Inthe 17" century the aggressive campaigns
of the jungars on the Kazakh lands began.
The Jungarian rulers sought to seize the lands
of Zhetysu and Southern Kazakhstan, where
trade routes passed and cities - points of craft
and trade were located. The struggle between
the Kazakh and Jungarian rulers lasted more
than a hundred years.

Making aggressive campaigns on the
Kazakh lands, the Jungars in 1631-1634,
1638 and 1723-1725 several times invaded
the Talas valley. Especially fierce battles of
the Kazakhs with the Jungars on the territory
of the Chu-Talas interfluve occurred in 1728
- early 1730. In April 1731, the jungars were
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almost completely driven out of the region.
However, in the years 1734-1735. the lands of
southern Kazakhstan were again captured by
the Jungars and remained in their possession
until the mid-50s 18" century. The power of
the Kazakh khans in the Chu-Talas interfluve
was restored only after the collapse of the
Jungar Khanate in 1758.

The destructive invasions of the Jungars
prevented the revival of urban life and the
restoration of settled agricultural settlements
in Zhetysu. The small evidence of the
settlement of small plots on the ruins of some
medieval hillforts of the Talas and Chu valleys
speak only of the small remaining centers of
settledness during this period in South-West
Zhetysu.

In 1815-1864 Talas valley and the adjacent
land were under the rule of the Kokand
Khanate.

In the years 1821-1827. on the ruins of the
medieval settlement of Taraz, the Kokandans
built a fortress, which entered the northern
branch of the Kokand fortifications. Clay
for construction was taken on the hillfort,

1938. Mural painting of the walls of the bath
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as a result, its upper layers were broken
and the original appearance was changed.
This fortress became the largest among the
Kokand fortresses in Zhetysu. It was a typical
example of the Kokand fortification on the
territory of Southern Kazakhstan, but inferior
in strength to the medieval city and could
serve as protection only against lightly armed
nomads. Its defensive walls coincided with the
ramparts of the ancient settlement, with the
exception of the western and southern sides.

In plan view, the fortress was an irregular
rectangle (360 x 390 m), on three sides, with the
exception of the south, surrounded by a moat.
From the moat, the Tuyut canal remained,
flowing now west of the central market. The
outer walls of the fortress passed along the
modern streets of Akkoziev, Kylyshbay akyn,
Kazybek bi and Tole bi. The fortress had
eastern, western and southern gates.

The gates were fortified with powerful
round-shaped towers. The citadel was inside
the fortress, forming a second fortification wall
on the north side. The walls, built of adobe
bricks and pakhovy blocks, were 4 m wide at
the base. The towers and walls had a toothed
finish, traditional for Kokand fortifications.
Between the citadel and the eastern wall of
Shahristan there were garrison buildings; in

e

the southeastern part there are trading districts
and residential houses of artisans..

In 1837, the village of Namangan-
koche, who came from the Ferghana Valley
(Namangan), was formed at the southern
gate of the fortress. It grew rapidly and in
1856 turned into a city, called Aulie-Ata, after
the name of the mausoleum located next to
the grave of the saint (Aulie-Ata) Karahan.
The population of Aulie-Ata began to increase
due to the settled Kazakh nomads and trade.
Under Kokand rule, the city remained the nodal
center of the steppe caravan roads, which was
facilitated by historically established routes, a
stone bridge and a ford across the river Talas.

The city of Aulie-Ata of the Kokand period
is depicted on the plan of 1865, drawn up by
Russian military engineers. It consisted of a
fortress and a small village Namangan-Koshe
adjoining it. Namangan-Koshe was located
along the road (Namanganskaya St.), going
from the southern gate of Shakhristan, in the
territory between the Tuite and Kapal canals.

The street was intersected by short alleys
and dead ends, the entrance from the south
side, orchards and vineyards were fenced
by duvalls. The construction of Aulie-Ata of
the Kokand period did not differ much from
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other Central Asian
cities - narrow curved
streets, mud-brick
houses with windows
to the courtyard, lack
of greenery on the
streets. By the middle
of the 19" century the
city had 2-3 thousand
inhabitants and
occupied the territory
within the current 2nd
Uzbek lane, Kanavsky
passage, streets and
Rodnikova.

Museum “Ancient Taraz”

In the central part of the modern city, the
ruins of the ancient city of Taraz have been
preserved. The first archaeological researches
took place in the 30s of the twentieth century.
and even then, scientists considered the
creation of an archaeological park. But these
plans were realized only after 70 years, in
2011 full-scale archaeological work began
on the territory of the shahristan of the Taraz
settlement to create a historical and cultural
complex: the archaeological park and the
Museum of Ancient Taraz. The grand opening
of the historical and cultural center «Ancient
Taraz» took place in 2015 on the eve of the
celebration of the 550th anniversary of the
Kazakh Khanate with the participation of the
head of state N. A. Nazarbayev.

The territory of the Taraz settlement, with
a total area (10 ha), includes a designated
area for the creation of ‘an archaeological
park, where systematic archaeological and
restoration-conservation work is being carried
out. Today, the town-planning structure of
the central part of medieval Taraz of the
Karakhanid period of the 10"-12™ centuries,
including the main thoroughfare and dense
public and residential urban development: a
hamam bath, two caravanserais, residential
and commercial buildings, a water supply
system, has been opened “system, etc.

suspended structures were built that protect
the archaeological site from the devastating
effects of precipitation.

Excursion pedestrian bridges are located on
the territory of the archaeological park, which
are located above medieval archaeological
structures. Thus, research, restoration and
conservation work is underway to create an
open-air museum in the central part of the
Taraz settlement.

The observation tower, the “House of
Friendship?, the stella “Melodies of Taraz”, the
square “Mynbulak”, and the building of the
museum “Kone Taraz” were located on the
territory of the park. The building of the House
of Friendship houses regional ethnocenters
of the Assembly of Peoples of Kazakhstan,
where the main cultural events of the city and
region are held.

Archaeological material obtained as a
result of excavations of the ancient settlement
of Taraz constitutes the exposition of the
Museum of Ancient Taraz. This archaeological
collection consists of unique archaeological
finds dating from the 10"-12% centuries, the
heyday of ancient Taraz on the Great Silk
Road. Archaeological finds show that artisans
lived in Taraz, making magnificent products
from ceramics, metal, glass, bone; merchants
traded in strange goods from different
countries. The mint minted coins on behalf of

Fortress Akyrtas
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Akyrtas Palace Complex is 40 km away
east of Taraz, 6 km south of the railway
station Aksholak at the foot of the Kyrgyz
Alatau, two centuries ago, a huge stone
structure was discovered - Akyrtas.

Akyrtas is the most mysterious and unique
historical monument. The history of the study
of Akyrtas dates back 150 years. The first to
pay attention to red stone blocks was the
Russian artist M.S. Znamensky. As part
of the military expedition of General M.G.
Chernyaev in 1864, he visited its ruins, and
left interesting sketches of the panorama
and fragments of walls.

The results of scientificresearch by leading
orientalists, local historians, archaeologists
and geologists of the late 19" — 20
centuries. such as - P.l. Lerkh, D.L. Ivanoy,
V.V. Bartold, V.A. Kallaura, A.N. Bernshtam,
G., |. Patsevich, T.K. Basenova, L. Yu.
Mankovskaya, K. M. Baipakova and other
researchers who tried to unravel the secrets
of Akyrtas are presented in solid scientific
volumes. Researchers identify Akyrtas with
the specific settlement of Kasribas mentioned
by ibn Khordadbeh and Kudama, who give in
their road books the most detailed register
of cities on the
section of the
trade route from
Taraz to Kulan.
At the beginning
of the 13" century
the Daossian
monk in  his
diaries mentioned
the unusual stone
settlement on the
Taraz road.

Here is what
he wrote: «On
the road we
came across a

traces of an ancient military fortification.»
This is at the moment all the medieval written
sources known to science, where one way or
anotheritis mentioned aboutthe massive stone
building of Akyrtas fortress. But archaeological
research reveals the-mysterious secrets of the
past Akyrtas.

Since 1992, archaeological work on the
monumentwas begun by the South Kazakhstan
Integrated Archaeological Expedition led by
Professor K.M. Baipakov. Many years of work
by archaeologists define Akyrtas as an early
medieval palace fortification, consisting of the
following objects:

o The palace complex is a monumental
fortress made of massive, processed stone
blocks of red sandstone, measuring 162x138.5
m, oriented with long sides along the north-
west-south-east line. In the corners of the wall,
round-shaped towers are fortified with towers
with a diameter of 7 m. The complex consists
of 4 parts, in the first part of the complex there
is a mosque and a room for household needs.
The second, northeastern part includes two
groups of premises: residential, consisting of
12 premises, and 3 aivans.

o Country estates and caravanserai of the
13%h-14% centuries. To the north of the Akyrtas
palace building is a complex of buildings
surrounded by walls.

The area of the residential suburban
complex was about 2.5 hectares. It housed
residential estates in the form of rectangular
sections surrounded by walls, which housed
a residential building and a courtyard with a
reservoir house. There are about ten such
estates on the north side and two on the
south. Among the estates, a caravanserai of
the 13th-14th centuries was excavated, with
an entrance to the southern wall.

o «Castle» and the forti-fication. At 1 km
southwest of Akyrtas, at the top
of the ridge, are the remains of
an adobe castle building and a
fortification. The castle building
is rectangular in plan (40x25
m), 3-3.5 m high, oriented with
long sides from east to west.
Architectural and construction
techniques and archaeological
finds date the construction of
the second half of the 8®"-9t
century as building materials
during the construction of the
building, clay was used for
mortars and coatings, as well
as for the manufacture of large

o The quarry. The eastern side of the
Kyzyltash mountain was used for breaking
stone, there was a quarry that stretched
for 400 m. Until now, hundreds of blocks,
processed and semi-processed blocks
remained here, mountains of broken stone
and rubble rise.

o  Production area. The northern slope
of Kyzyltash mountain, unlike the others, is
covered with a thick layer of loess, which
was an excellent material for the production
of bricks -and ceramics. Here, the remains




of a kiln, fragments of burnt bricks
and slags were found.

o Water supply system. Near
the palace complex there was a
reservoir, from which water was
dischargedintoresidential buildings
and pools in the courtyards of
estates. Two reservoirs were
discovered north of Akyrtas. One of
them, the western one, now looks
like a square, with a side of 40 m,
a foundation pit, 2 m deep. Thus,
its volume was 3200 cubic meters
of water. The eastern reservoir was
slightly smaller in volume, with a pit
diameter of 30 m.

e A series of mounds of the
early Iron Age, located at the foot of
the mountains of the Kyrgyz Alatau,
along the old river bed.

o Watch tower. The military danger
warning system in the area surrounding
Akyrtas has been investigated. On one of the
peaks of Kyzyltash a viewing tower was built
of stones. Several rows of masonry have

been preserved from it, forming a circle with a
diameter of 5 m, near a platform of stones - a
place for a fire, which signaled danger with fire
and smoke.
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The archaeological complex of multi-time
monuments is located on the territory and
near the village of Kulan in the area named
after T. Ryskulova, Zhambyl region.

Researchers identify Lugovoi with the
medieval Kulan settlement located in
Semirechye. For the first time the city of
Kulan is mentioned in the sources of the VII
century. Chinese pilgrim Xuan - Jiang. In the
8M-10" centuries it is reported by Arab authors
characterizing cities located on the Great
Silk Road. The Arab geographer al-Maqdisi
reports that «Kulan is a fortified city, there is
a cathedral mosque, the city lies on the large
Taraz road.» The geographer of the 20s of the
13" century, Yakut writes that the city of Kulan
was known as «a town on the border of the
country of Turks on the side of Maverannahr.»
A number of famous historical events were
associated with Kulan. So, here in 740 the last

in the early XI century the Merkit tribe, who
came to this territory from the North.

The city of Mirki is known since the
8" century. In the 9"-10" centuries it is
mentioned in the road books Kudama and
Ibn Khordadbeh as «a large village». The
Arab geographer al-Maqdisi gives a more
detailed description : «Mirki is a city of
medium size, fortified, there is a citadel.»
In historical documents and sources medieval
Merke is mentioned as a major trade center,
through it passed the ancient caravan
silk road.Intensive development of Merke

belongs to the period of Karluk Khaganate
(8™-15" Centuries) and Karakhanids (10t-12t
centuries).

It was a fortified city with Shahristan, a
citadel, and an adjoining rural district. The
city empties in the 13" century., during the
existence of the Mongol Empire.

The present village Merke arose during the
construction of the first Kokand fortresses on
the territory of southern Kazakhstan (the first
half of the 19" Century.) and is associated with
the expansion of the borders of the Kokand
khanate. The fortress and settlement were
founded in 1825 during the reign of Madali
Khan (1822-1842) on the elevated right Bank
of the river of the same name, on the ruins of
a medieval fortification.

Merke fortress was part of the Northern
branch of the fortresses that provided Kokand
dominance in the conquered territory of
southern Kazakhstan. Until the mid-60s of
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the 19" century. Merke Fortress played the
role of military-administrative and support
base Kokand khans in the surrounding
region in relations with the peaceful nomadic
population. From here the Kokand authorities
controlled the movement of trade caravans
for more than 30 years, sent tax collectors to
the surrounding Kazakh villages, undertook
punitive trips to the steppe to suppress acts
of disobedience and social protest from the
subject nomads.

Within the limits of modern Merke the
remains of traces of the medieval settlement
which was investigated by archeologists
remained: in 1893-94 by V. V. Bartold, in 1930s
by A. N. Bernshtam, in 1964-1980, 2000-s by
K. M. Baypakov, 2006-2007 by A. Nurzhanov.

The hill with the remains of traces of a
medieval settlement and Kokand fortress in the

Sufis
lined the walls. The walls of the buildings are
made of mud brick, and placed on a stone
foundation. In the rooms-storerooms arranged
grain pits. Ceramics is represented by mugs
decorated with carved floral ornaments, pots
with arched handles, clay and alabaster
round tables-dastarkhan, lamps. The found
Turgesh coins allow to carry a complex
of constructions on Zhalpaktobe to 7t"-9t
centuries. The top building horizon of the city,
judging by presence of fragments of irrigated
ceramics, belongs to 10"-12" centuries.

The excavations revealed the nature of
the fortification and topography of the city,
in which the citadel and Shahristan are
distinguished, as well as the defensive walls
surrounding rabad and the agricultural district.
Currently, due to the dense construction
of the size of the settlement is 70x70 m in
places noticeable raw masonry walls.
The height of the preserved walls is 1 m.

by K. M. Baypakoyv, D. A. Lobas. In 2013, the
expedition surveyed the Arch of monuments
LLP «Archaeological expertise».

As a result of the topographic survey, 411
mounds were recorded on both banks of the
Berkkara river, including partially or completely
excavated by previous researchers. Of these,
360 were identified on the right bank of the
Berikkara river, 51 - on the left. The central
position in the burial ground is occupied
by a series of «royal» kurgans, which are
concentrated in two eastern chains and the

e

central part of the burial field. Stone mounds
of large mounds reach sizes of 50-53 m, up
to 6-7 m high. The mounds of barrow are
different in their structure: there are stone,
stone-earth and earth mounds. Stone ring and
Crescent-shaped fences are laid out around
some of the mounds. Several mounds of the
largest barrow are covered with white quartz
on top. Along the perimeter of the largest
burial mound, located in the northeastern part
of the burial ground, there is a square stone
enclosure made of vertically dug stones, set
in 6 rows. Three graves were found inside
the masonry. In Soviet times, part of the

Burying ground of Berkkara
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archaeological structures was destroyed
during the construction of a power line and a
field road along the Kuyik-Karatau highway.
The mound of alarge barrow is made of stone
slabs. Massive emissions of white quartz in
the upper part of the predatory dump suggest
that the grave pit was lined with white quartz
along the perimeter.

All the mounds of the «royal» barrow
have traces of old predatory craters 15-
20 m in diameter, 3-3.5 m deep, going
down to the center of the burial mound. An
automobile road goes through the territory
of the burial ground, leading to the tourist
base located in the depths of the gorge. As
a result of archaeological research of the
burial mounds, significant scientific artifacts
were obtained: clay vessels, gold, bronze
and copper earrings, pendants; a bronze
buckle in the shape of a tiger’s head with
a bird’s head sticking out of its mouth; iron
knives, plate rings from the harness, hooks
for hanging a quiver, arrowheads, sword
hilt. These materials, together with materials

on burial rituals, make it possible to date the
monument to the 2nd century BC. - 4th century
AD.

Since March 2017, as a result of the
construction of a highway, archaeological
excavations have been carried out on 6
small mounds of the Berkkara burial ground.
Archaeological research was carried out by
the director of the center «Geoarcheology»,
candidate of historical sciences G. Bekseitov.
During archaeological excavations in the
Berkkara burial ground, valuable exhibits
related to the historical era of the Uysun and
Kangly tribes were found. In the course of
research work, a female burial was discovered
in mound No. 1 (diameter 17 m, height 0.4 m).
At the bottom of the grave at the head of the
deceased were found two crushed ceramic
vessels, a round bronze disc-shaped mirror,
a bronze bracelet and a hairpin. All found
artifacts were restored and transferred to
the funds of the State Historical and Cultural
Reserve-Museum «Monuments of Ancient
Taraz

MAN BORYKAZGAN (LOWER PALEOLITHIC)
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Paleolithic - ancient stone age. This is
the oldest era in the formation of man, his
thinking, production activities and culture.
The first human footprints on the territory of
Kazakhstan belong to the Early Paleolithic
(approximately 800-140 thousand years ago).
Traces of human settlement on the territory of
Kazakhstan belong to the Lower Paleolithic,
as evidenced by the tools of the shell-
Achelian time - found in the tracts Shabakty,
Tanirkazgan, Borykazgan, Akkol, Kazangap
(South Kazakhstan - the Karatau ridge). The
most favorable places for the resettlement of
an ancient person in the Zhambyl region were
the Karatau mountains, where numerous
herds of wild animals were found, and the hot
climate favored rich and lush vegetation.

The public organization of people in the
Paleolithic era has passed a complex and
long development path. Ancient people lived
together, since it was easier to hunt, to resist
the forces of nature.

One of the sites of the Lower Paleolithic
is the site of Borikazgan, which is located 10
km south-east of the village of Kyzylaut, in the
tract Borikazgan in the Talas district.

\RCHAEOLOGICAL

The settlement lot was discovered by H.A.
Alpysbaev in 1958. In 2000, re-examined
by the South Kazakhstan Integrated
Archaeological Expedition of the Institute of
Archeology named after OH. Margulan of
the Academy of Sciences of the Republic
of Kazakhstan under the leadership of K.M.
Baipakova. During the research work, stone
products were found (442 copies). The main
raw materials for the manufacture of tools
were massive stones and pebbles of black
silicon.

Under the guidance of the archaeologist
H.A. Alpysbaev, several pits were laid in
the places of the largest concentration
of products. The artifacts of Borikazgan
are subdivided into the following types: 1)
bilaterally processed coarse chopping tools;
2) guns; 3) hand chopped; 4) uniforms; 5)
tools from flakes; 6) flakes; 7) nucleic acid
products and production waste. The stone
products are similar in shape and technique
to chipping and typology with tools of the
Olduvai culture. The collection is stored in
the Museum of Archeology of the Institute
of Archeology. A.Kh. Margulana, the city of
Almaty.

THE PLACE OF SETTLEMENT
OF PRIMITIVE MAN TANIRKAZGAN
(LOWER PALEOLITHIC)

The Tanirkazgan site is located 13.4 km
southeast of the village of Kyzylaut, in the tract
Tanirkazgan in the Talas district. Paleolithic
stone products discovered by archaeologist
H.A. Alpysbaev in 1968 on a flat hill composed
of sandstone. In 2000, re-examined by the
South Kazakhstan Integrated Archaeological
Expedition of the Institute of Archeology
named after OH. Margulan of the Academy
of Sciences of the Republic of Kazakhstan
under the leadership of K.M. Baipakov.

The parking area is not more than 1 square
km. The pits were laid. A large number of
artifacts were detected in a thin upper layer of
gray loam. As in Borikazgan, the inhabitants
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of the Tanirkazgan site used black and dark
gray flints as raw material.

" Tanirkazgan stone products are divided
into groups: 1) bilaterally processed rough
chopping tools; 2) discoid forms; 3) tools such
as manual chopped; 4) uniforms; 5) products
from flakes; 6) nuclei; flakes without traces of
secondary processing.

Typologically, stone products have
analogies among the most ancient
monuments of Eurasia and Africa, among the
tools of the Olduvai culture.

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THE PLACE OF SETTLEMENT OF PRIMITIVE MAN AKKOL
(LOWER PALEOLITHIC)

One of the first stages of the Lower
Paleolithic is the Acheulean era. During the
Acheulean era, a person begins to gradually
get used to social life in the community.

One of the monuments of this period is
the Akkol settlement , which is located 11 km
south-west of the village of Akkol, south of
Lake Akkol, Talas district.

The monument was opened in 1961
by archaeologist H.A. Alpysbaev. In 2009,
it was examined by the expedition of the
Arch of Archaeological Expertise under the
supervision of E. Akimbek, Ch. Kudabaev.

On the surface of a wide hill, in a small area,
117 stone products made by an ancient man
were revealed. The vast majority are flakes. In
the place of the largest concentration of stone
products, a pit was laid. Stone products are
divided into groups: 1) typical chopping tools
with a machined working edge; 2) guns; 3) hand
chopped. Typologically, the artifacts of Akkol’s
location are grouped: on bilateral chopping
tools; hand chopped; tools from flakes; chips
without traces of processing. The collection
is stored in the Museum of Archeology of the
Institute of Archeology. A.Kh. Margulana the
city of Almaty.
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Perhaps the most remarkable architectural monuments of
Kazakhstan are religious buildings. Among the buildings that have
survived to our time, special interest is caused by mausoleums
and mosques. The spread of Islam among the urban population
was reflected at the earliest stages in monumental religious
architecture - mausoleums and mosques.
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AISHA BIBI MAUSOLEUM
11th-12th centuries

Aisha Bibi Mausoleum is a medieval pearl
of Taraz and one of the unique architectural
monuments, a unique creation of ancient
architects. The mausoleum is located on the
outskirts of the village of Aisha Bibi, Zhambyl
district, 18 km west of the city of Taraz and is
part of the memorial-religious complex.

No documentary information about the
history of the creation of the mausoleumand the
personality of Aisha Bibi was found, however,
legends and legends about the beauty named
Aisha Bibi were preserved in the people’s
memory. One of the most common legends
tells of the beautiful Aisha, the daughter of
Zengi Baba and Anuar, who died from a
snakebite during a trip to her beloved ruler of
Taraz, a brave warrior Karahan. According to
legend, Karakhan ordered the construction
of a mausoleum over the grave of his young
bride.

An archaeological excavation of the burial
was not carried out. Until the mid-20th century,
the mausoleum reached in a dilapidated state,
only fragments of the northern, southern and
part of the western facades with two corner
towers were preserved. The pumwess
dome of the ceiling was lost
even before the first scientific
surveys of the monument,
conducted in the middle of
the 19" century.

The mausoleum is a K
square structure in plan, |
the corners of which are
decorated with three-
quarter columns. Outside, &
the walls of the mausoleum ¥
were completely covered
with carved terracotta tiles. §
The architectural decor of |
the mausoleum is a solid

In the design of the facades used more than
60 types of unique terracotta tiles, various in
shape and ornamentation.

An interesting innovation in the construction
of the mausoleum is the use of wood in the form
of fixtures that have antiseismic significance.
This is the only -architectural monument in
Kazakhstan and Central Asia, which is fully
lined with carved terracotta tiles. Therefore,
the mausoleum of Aisha Bibi is a kind of
museum that stores ornamental treasures of
the past Kazakh people.

In the center of the wall is a niche with a
lancet arch. The half-columns available on the
sides in the upper part are made in the form
of a vase. Corner columns are decorated with
floral and geometric patterns. On the 18th row
of masonry (at a height of 3.4 m) of the western
columns there are belts with inscriptions made
in the Kufic style of the Arabic alphabet. The
words survived in the translation meaning:
«Autumn ... Clouds ... Earth is beautiful .

The tombstone was preserved inside the
mausoleum.

appearance of the monument. In the spring
of 2005, the mausoleum appeared in all
its glory. Today, the historical and cultural
complex Aisha Bibi is included in regional
and international tourist routes, is one of the
visited historical sites of the region, in 2017
it is included in the list of “Sacred Places of
Kazakhstan”.

BABAJI KHATUN MAUSOLEUM

10t-11th centuries

Documentary information about the
history of creation and the mausoleum and
the identity of Babaji Khatun was not found.
There is a legend that the mausoleum was
built over the grave of Babaji-Khatun, who
was the faithful nanny of the beautiful Aisha.

An archaeological excavation of the burial
was not carried out. Based on the analysis
of architectural and structural features, the
building is attributed to the
period of the Karakhanids.

The mausoleum is simple
in its design and composition. !

DAVUTBEK (SHAMANSUR) MAUSOLEUM
13t century

Davutbek mausoleum 13" cent. (photo. mid 20" century)

The mausoleum of Davutbek (Shamansur)
is part of the memorial-religious complex
«Karahany, which took shape in the former
medieval cemetery and western slave
settlement Taraz. The cemetery was located
west of the former military fortification, on the
left bank of the Tuite canal.

The mausoleum is one of the few cult
monuments that have survived to this day,
characteristic of regional architecture of the
Middle Ages. Initially, the mausoleum had the
appearance of a kiosk, on four semicircular
arches of which a dome was held. Arches
rested on a stone foundation.

The mausoleum acquires its modern
appearance at the end of the 19th century,
when the “shirt” of the mausoleum is being
built, arched passages are laid. A small
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portal-domed volume of a traditional centric
composition is constructed of burnt cypress,
the walls are deaf, in the front masonry. Two
false minarets are being built at the southern
aisle. The interior of the mausoleum is
cruciform in plan with deep wall niches. In the
center of the room there is a three-stage stone
tombstone with an Arabic script engraved on
it: “This is the grave of Balyg-Bulga-Ulugbek-
Igbal Khan Davutbek Isfahsalar, son of llyas-
ogul bey shahanshah, whose death occurred
on the night of Friday the 8th Jumad of the 1st
660 "(March 31, 1262). The inscription on the
tombstone was read by the famous orientalist
V.A. Bartold in 1893, and in 1939 by A.M.
Belentsky. The epitaph allows you to correlate
the personality mentioned in it with one of the
major military commanders of the XllI century.

TEKTURMAS MAUSOLEUM
10t -14th centuries

Tekturmas Mausoleum is located on the
right bank of the Talas River in one of the
ancient places of worship. In his district
there are different times necropolises of
Zoroastrians, Muslims, Christians. The
location of the Tekturmas mausoleum at
the site of the ancient Zoroastrian cemetery
dating back to the 7th-11th centuries allows
us to assume that the formation began
even before the penetration of Islam, that is,
before the XI century. The construction of the
Tekturmas mausoleum itself was carried out
during the period of Islam. An analysis of the
architectural forms of the monument gives
researchers a reason to date the mausoleum
of the X-XIV centuries.

Inthe 30s ofthe 20th century, many historical
and cultural monuments, especially cult ones,
were partially or completely destroyed. This
fate also affected the Tekturmas mausoleum.
In 1935, the mausoleum was completely
demolished. In 1986, the ruins of the

mausoleum were fenced and marked with a
memorial plate.

The original appearance of the
mausoleum was preserved only in old

photographs and descriptions of researchers
of the 80s of the 19" century. Judging by the
photographs, the mausoleum was a kind of
complex architectural structure. The walls of
the monument were built of burnt
bricks on a stone foundation. The
main and earliest was a square,
single-chamber, domed kiosk in
terms of. The entrance portal of
the mausoleum was facing the city
of Taraz. A domed structure was
added to the northern wall of the
mausoleum in the 19th century.
In 2001, archaeological research
was carried out by archaeologistA.
Itenov, who dated the monument
of the X-XIV centuries according
to the preserved construction of
the foundation.

In 2002, a new mausoleum was
built on the same site according
to the architectural forms of the
medieval monument.

No written medieval sources

about the construction of the monument were
found, but among the locals the mausoleum
was known as Tek-Turmas and was
considered the burial place of the holy Sultan-
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Tekturmas mausoleum 14™ cent. Historical photography

SHOKAY DATKA MAUSOLEUM
18t century

The Shokai Datka Mausoleum is located in
the Sarysu district on the eastern outskirts of
the village of Saudakent, in the old cemetery
- the former necropolis of the medieval city of
Saudakent. The mausoleum is a characteristic
type of monumental religious buildings that
has developed in the Shu-Talas region.

The mausoleum was examined in 1946 by
G.l. Patsevich, in 1970-1980 - specialists of
the expedition of the Ministry of Culture of the
Kazakh SSR and Kazproektrestavatsiya. In
2000, it was examined by the expedition of the
Code of Historical and Cultural Monuments of
the Republic of Kazakhstan, in 2014 by the
Archaeological Expedition.

The life and work of the Shokai Datka
were studied and published only after
Kazakhstan gained independence. Shokai
Datka Karabekuly is a famous historical

figure. He was widely known for his honesty,
resourcefulness, from the earliest years he
was engaged in resolving disputes not only
of his own, but also of neighboring tribes
and clans. As a young man, Shokai became
influential and famous in the Karatau region,
noting that the Kokand rulers gave him the
title - “Datka”. Serving at the Kokand Khanate,
Shokai fought for the independence of the
Kazakh people, their prosperity and devoted
his whole life to this. Through his activities, he
contributed to economic and military unity with
the Russian people, integration with Russia.
This is evidenced by a letter from Colonel
M.G. Chernyaev to his leadership, in which he
notes the great influence of the Shokai Datka
on the Kokand Khanate and its outstanding
reputation among the Kazakhs. The Kokand
Khan did not forgive Sh.Datka’s agreement
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with the Russians. According to some sources,
Shokai Datka was poisoned.

In 1990, restoration work was carried out
in the mausoleum. Exterior wall masonry
collapsed in places, the lost completion of
the parapet were restored. A large single-
chamber portal-domed volume composed
of burnt bricks, oriented south-west by an
entrance. The main facade is highlighted by a
high portal with a shallow lancet niche framed
by a rectangular frame and flanked by corner
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towers. In the wall of the niche there is a high
doorway with a beam jumper, in the upper
part under the arch there is a small window.
The dome of the mausoleum is raised on a
round drum and outside is accentuated by
a stalactite cornice with preserved glazed
elements of blue, white and red glaze.

Recent restoration work was carried out
in 2017. Restoration work was carried out by
specialists of the Republican State Enterprise
«Kazrestavratsiya».

Shokai-Datka mausoleum
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THE MOSQUE IS A NEST OF THE CLERGY
Several mosques of the late 19" - early 20" centuries have been
preserved on the territory of the Zhambyl region. The mosque in
Arabic translation “Masjid” means “place of worship”, i.e. sacred
place. The mosque is also called the «House of Allah».

Abdukadir Mosque is located at the inter-
section of modern Abay and Koshenyi
Streets. The Abdukadir mosque was built at
the beginning of the 20th century, previously
it was part of the madrasah, which is a
traditional courtyard complex with religious
and household buildings. In the early 1920s,
the complex was dismantled into bricks, only a
part of the entrance portal of the mosque has
survived to this day. Until the 1920s the main
imam of this mosque was Altynkhan - tore,
widely known to the Muslim world as a scholar
who wrote a lot about spiritual knowledge and
studied the foundations of Islamic civilization.

The monument was examined by restorers
in 1975-1980 and has not been previously
covered in scientific literature. In the 1990s,
the portal’s wooden entrance doors, decorated
with carvings, were recreated. Since 1992 the
construction of a new madrasah building was
carried out on the territory of the complex. In
2002 restoration work was carried out on the
entrance portal.

The monument’s artistic value is the en-
trance part of the complex, preserved from the
original construction - the only example of a
monumental building of the Darbaz type in the

region. The entrance portal is built of burnt
brick, the main facade facing on the street.

The courtyard, the western facade also
has a large niche located in the center, cut
through the gates with a beam jumper.

The mosque is located in the city of Taraz
at the intersection of Tashkent-Baizak Batyr
streets, in the old densely built-up quarter. The
courtyard complex of the mosque was formed
by the end of 1897, it includes a number of
premises used for madrassas, darethana,
living rooms. The mosque
is named for the builder —
Nametbai, who donated
funds for the construction of
the mosque. In the 30s of the
twentieth century, as a state
property, the mosque was
used only as a warehouse for
household needs. In the 90s
of the twentieth century, the
mosque was returned to the
Muslim community.

The most valuable
architec-turally is the building
of a mosque of frame-adobe
construction, built in 1887.
One-story, rec-tangular in
plan, elongated volume

-

consists of a prayer hall and
a spacious aivan. The height
of the premises is 5 m. The
facades are plastered with
adobe mortar, do not contain
decorative design. Aivan
cornice is decorated with a
single-row line of small curly
elements. Particular interest
is the preserved decorative
interiors.

The ceilings were solved
in an artistically developed
wooden beam-rack-mounted
ceiling system, traditional for
regional architecture: tapered
trunks of columns tapering at
the top and balks placed on
them with a figured profile.
The profiles of the aivan’s offsets have a more
complex shape, the trunks of the columns at
the base are rounded. Attracting attention is
the multicolor painting of the walls, columns
and timbers of the prayer. hall and aivan,
made mainly in the range of blue, red and
green colors.

One of the significant historical and
cultural monuments in the Zhambyl region,
belonging to the category of architectural art,
is the Abdullah Ishan Mosque located in the
center of the village of Usharal (7 Yeshtaybek
Street), Talas district. The construction of the
mosque began in the 19th century, when
priests arrived in Auliye-Ata district, who
began to build mosques and madrassas.
Locals helped with the construction of the
mosque, which was built by 1900.

The construction organizer was the imam
of Usharal and Togyzkent - Abdullah Ishan,
in whose honor the mosque was named.

The construction of the mosque is multi-
domed, rectangular in plan. The central hall is
blocked by a large dome with a diameter of 8
meters. 15 small domes overlap other rooms
and aivan on three sides. Small domes rest
on arches. The facades are decorated in front
brickwork, the interiors are plastered. In the
southwestern wall of the hall there is a mihrab
niche with an epigraphic inscription.

The monument was examined in 1945
by the archaeologist G.l. Patsevich,

Significant constructions in the development of Central Asian cities
were the bath-hammam (from the Arabic root— «hammy - to burn, heat).
City-wide baths were located near mosques and bazaars, intra-quarter
baths - in a residential development environment. The number and
beauty of the baths determined the degree of prosperity of the city.
Glorified as “a paradise on earth,” the hammam was invariably noted
in the descriptions of travelers along with mosques, madrassas, and
other attractions. The famous Ibn Sina wrote: «... in a good bath there
should be moderate temperature, bright light, a spacious dressing
room, and in it there are pictures of good work and obvious beauty.»

Thus, the bathhouse was not only a sanitary-hygienic center, but
also a place of rest and recreation for citizens.

The construction consists of 11 rooms of
various sizes. The total area of the building
is 450 square meters, the dimensions of the
sides are 18x25 m. The planning structure
of the bathhouse building consists of three
groups of premises, different in functional use:

- common area - includes an entrance
hall, a dressing room, a relaxation room, a
washing room with a massage sufa in the
center and corner niches and two rooms for
heating;

-technical sector - premises with tanks
with hot and cold water; a firebox with a
heating boiler embedded in the masonry
floor, a septic tank;

limited-use sector - an isolated block of
three small washing rooms and a separate
exit to the street.

In the design solution, an arch-domed
ceiling system was used. The thickness of
the walls is 0.8 m, the height of the walls

is 2.5-3 m, the height of the rooms is 4-6 m.
Each room is blocked from above by a dome
laid out of burnt brick. In the upper part of
the dome there are rectangular openings for
natural lighting and ventilation. Indoors, the
walls are decorated with arches and figured
niches.

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STONE BRIDGE OVER THE TALAS RIVER
13t century

Bridges have long played an important
role in the development of trade routes.
Medieval travelers - the Arab traveler al-
Makdisi (X century); the Taoist monk Chan-
Chun (XIII century) in their roads report on
the stone Taraz bridge built over the Talas
River. Historical sources indicate that at
the beginning of the 19th century, under
the Kokand rule, a bridge was erected on
this site on the abutments of logs, which
the Kokandans themselves destroyed
in 1864 during the defense of the city. In
1872, N. Belov, a member of the Syrdarya
road construction commission, designed a
new wooden bridge on stilts. In the Soviet
period, downstream of the ancient crossing

river, railway and road bridges were built.

The stone foundations of the medieval
bridge are located in the southeastern part of
the city of Taraz, at the exit of Samarkand and
A. Zhangildin streets to the main channel of
the Talas river, near the Tekturmas complex.
The construction of-the bridge has not been
preserved. On the left bank, the location of
one of the oldest bridges in the region is
marked by a security board. In 1927, Masson
M.E. revealed the remains of a dilapidated
bridge platform on the right bank, composed
of large sandstone blocks. It was a bridge
over which caravans crossed the Silk Road:
there were merchants, travelers, residents
of Taraz itself.

Zhambyl Zhabaev was born on February
28, 1846 in the Moyynkumsky district of the
Zhambyl region. Zh.Zhabayev is a Kazakh
folk akyn, one of the largest representatives
of oral folk art, the author of patriotic poems
and a number of heroic poems about batyrs.
Zhambyl’'s appeal to the heroic defenders
of besieged Leningrad “Leningraders,
my children!” Is one of the best works of
multinational Soviet literature of the war years.

He was awarded the Orders of Lenin and
the Red Banner of Labor, was a laureate of
the Republican Aitys in 1934, and in 1941
became the owner of the USSR State Prize.

From 1938 to 1997, the city of Taraz bore
the name of Zhambyl Zhabayev.

The monument to the outstanding Kazakh
akyn Zhambyl Zhabayev was erected in
1961 on the square of the same name in the
city of Dzhambul (now Taraz). The authors
of the project are the architect V. Soshenko,
the sculptor is the national artist of the
Kazakh SSR H. Nauryzbaev. The sculpture
was cast in Leningrad (now St. Petersburg).
From 2018 to 2019, restoration work was
carried out on the monument on the basis
of the «Union of Artists of the Republic of
Kazakhstan» in Almaty. After restoration,
the monument was erected in the city of
Taraz in front of the Akimat of the Zhambyl
region along Abay Street on the basis of the
Decree of the Government of the Republic
of Kazakhstan dated November 8, 2019, No.
841.

The figure of Zhambyl Zhabayev is made
in full growth. Akyn is depicted in national
dress - in a long chapan and a fur hat. He
holds a musical instrument in his left hand
- a dombra, his right hand is laid aside. The
figure is cast of cast iron, tinted in bronze.

Adoba is a raw brick.

Chips are pieces of stone chipped from a nucleus from which stone tools were made.
Darbaza - gate construction.
The drum is a cylindrical part of the building that serves as a support to the dome.
Dome - spatial coverage of buildings and structures; It covers mainly round and polygonal
rooms.
Excavation is a place of archaeological research.
Epigraphy is an inscription as a type of applied art of the peoples of the East, decorating
buildings, weapons, ceramics and other household items.
Eclecticism is a mixture of various architectural styles in one building.
Facade - the appearance of the building; the outer surface of the outer walls; facades vary

Gallery - a bright, long room, limited on one or two sides by columns.
Ganch is a Central Asian variety of gypsum (alabaster).

Glazed ceramics - a product from baked clay, coated with glaze.
House - pool, pond.
Hijra is a Muslim reckoning, the beginning of which goes from the moment of the relocation
of the Prophet Muhammad from Mecca to Medina.
Heel - the lower, supporting part of the arch, vault.
Ivan - an open summer building, a canopy with beam ceilings on the columns.
Khujra is a small room, such as a cell.
The Mausoleum is a covered tombstone whose name comes from the tomb of the Mausoleum
in Halicarnassus (Asia Minor).
Mazar is a Muslim building of worship over the tomb of saints.
Mihrab - a prayer niche in the wall facing Mecca, is decorated with ornamental carvings and
paintings.
Madrasah is a Muslim theological educational institution.
Mosque is a Muslim religious building; the juma mosque is designed for Friday worship, the
& quarter mosque is for everyday.
Minaret - a tower near the mosque for convening believers for prayer.
Necropolis is a complex of burials isolated from settlements.
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Nucleus is a piece of stone from which chips have been chipped.

Ornament - an artistic decoration, a pattern expressed by line, color and relief.
Paraped is a low wall serving as a fence of roofs, platforms, stairs.

Pakhsa is a clay building material mixed with straw.

Pylon - pillar - support, usually rectangular in shape.

Pilaster - a flat vertical ledge, serves to divide the wall plane.

Portal - architecturally designed entrance to the building.

Rabad is a trade and craft suburb of a medieval city in Central and Western Asia.
Raw brick - unbaked clay brick.

Shahristan is the main part of the medieval city, often including the citadel and walled.
Sufa - clay elevation above the floor in the dwelling, a resting platform.

Tandoor - clay oven for making cakes.

Terracotta - burnt clay and products from it.

Tortkul - square or rectangular in terms of fortress or fortification.

Uniphas are one-sided stone tools (Paleolithic).
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
